The mission of the Chinese New Year Culture Association (CNYCA) is to promote Chinese
culture in the community. To that end, it produces a gala celebration of Chinese New
Year (CNY) in February of each year; this festival is one of the most colorful in Chinese
culture, and CNYCA is proud to share its heritage in the greater Sacramento area. Itis a
self-supporting and non-profit 501-c-3 organization.

In 1998, 6 Chinese community organizations collaborated to produce a Chinese New
Year’s Festival to celebrate Year of the Tiger at Laguna Town Hall in Elk Grove. Although
San Francisco Chinatown has offered CNY programs each year, the goal was to offer a
cultural enrichment experience to the local community. Notable pioneers in this mo-
mentous undertaking included Eleanor Chiang, Peter Huang, Vicki Beaton, Tom Bhe,
Rungfong and Dwanchen Hsu. The day-long program included lion dance, children’s per-
formances, martial arts, fashion show, Chinese musicians, karaoke and ballroom dance.

In 1999, more Chinese community organizations collaborated to celebrate the Year of
the Rabbit at Elk’s Lodge in Sacramento. In 2000, Sacramento City College was the ven-
ue. As the event became more popular and attendance surged from several hundred to
several thousand, the venue had to be changed to larger facilities to accommodate the
crowd

Planning for each year’s event takes 6-9 months. One seed organization assumes re-
sponsibility for coordinating the following year’s event. Committees are responsible for
marketing, publicity, fund-raising, entertainment, hospitality, logistics, vendors, security,
and traffic management. There are over 100 volunteers from a dozen community organ-
izations and high school service clubs; several hundred performers audition for the op-
portunity to perform. Local talent is supplemented by professional performers.

Chaired by Tom Bhe from Organization of Chinese Americans-GSA, the 20th anniversary
celebration to welcome the Year of the Rooster is the culmination of 20 years of collabo-
ration among various Chinese groups; we are showcasing the best highlights of Chinese
culture with our community including children’s games, lavish stage entertainment fea-
turing professional and local performers, food, vendor and community booths.
